Following a successful 2025 edition, the 4th edition of the LUCE Awards marks another milestone in advancing
the Green Transition. As we forge ahead on the path toward a greener tomorrow, this edition aspires to further
elevate the voices and achievements of women who are pioneering solutions for a sustainable planet.

Awards ceremony and prizes

The LUCE Awards will give two prizes under the categories:

Emerging  Talent:  this  category  aims  to  recognise  up-and-coming  female  academics,  entrepreneurs,
founders, and young civil society leaders who are working to advance the Green Transition. The winner will
be invited to attend the awarding ceremony and offered a free seat in one community course by the
Florence School of Regulation Energy and Climate.
Legacy Women: this category honours the achievements of senior female professionals working to further
the Green Transition worldwide. The winner will be invited to attend the awarding ceremony and to attend
the FSR Regulatory Policy Workshop.

The awarding ceremony, a flagship event of the 50th EUI Anniversary, will be held in Florence on 9 June 2026.
